In January 2013, public school students in grades 4-12 were invited to participate in the SurveyWorks Student 
Survey. Different versions of the Student Survey were used at the elementary (grades 4-5), middle (grades 6-8), 
and high school (grades 9-12) levels with age appropriate language and content for each group.
